The Rev. +Matthew L. Riegel, Morgantown, West Virginia., was elected in 2015 as bishop of the

West Virginia-Western Maryland Synod of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). 

He earned a bachelor's degree in history from Gettysburg (Pa.) College in 1987, and a master of

divinity degree in 1994 and a master of sacred theology degree in 2011 both from the Lutheran

Theological Seminary at Gettysburg (Pa.). Bishop Riegel is a ‘regular’ Florida STS Retreat

theological teacher.

THE REVEREND DR. MARK MATTES +serves as Professor of Philosophy and Religion at Grand View

College in Des Moines, Iowa, and previously served parishes in Gardner, Illinois, and Antigo, Wisconsin.

He holds a Ph.D. from The University of Chicago, an M.Div. from Luther Seminary and a BA from St.

Olaf College, where he was also elected to Phi Beta Kappa. Dr. Mattes was last with us for the November

2025 Chapter Retreat.
